class opening and closing times strictly.

e To ensure that the Programme Director/Leader and the class are informed of their
absence, where this is unavoidable, as far in advance as possible.

e To provide, where appropriate, a course/work plan, set of objectives and reading lists to
students.

e To attend meetings, induction and development sessions as required.
